Critique of June 22 presentation of Jefferson Davis

On June 22, 2022 a weekly meeting of the Juneau County Patriots was held at the Reel
Inn in Necedah. This particular meeting was coordinated by candidate for Juneau
County Sheriff, Steven Johnson. He invited all members of the Juneau County Board,
as well as multiple Juneau County city and election officials. These officials were
encouraged to bring along their family and friends to hear a presentation about how the
2020 election in the state of Wisconsin was corrupt.

While candidate Steven Johnson called this meeting, he was not the speaker. The
speaker was Mr. Jefferson Davis, an estate attorney with roots in Sauk and Columbia
Counties. He now has a law practice in Menominee Falls. His presentation was well-
rehearsed and included posters and props. Both Mr. Davis and Steve Johnson stated
several times how well the election clerks functioned in Juneau County, but not
elsewhere in the state and particularly not in the larger cities.

Mr. Davis is a member of the Ad Hoc Committee for Wisconsin Full Forensic Physical
Cyber Audit. He says 83-86% of Wisconsinites agree there should be an audit. In his
presentation, he called on county sheriffs to investigate election irregularity. Mr. Davis
says the Republican-established Wisconsin Election Commission is corrupt and should
be abolished. In his opinion, the Wisconsin State Legislature should be the arbiter of
election validity.

He discussed the details of a poster quoting Wisconsin Statute 783.03, which states if
an election is fraudulent, it can be discounted by the state legislature.

Included in his claim that the election was fraudulent, he stated that too many people
voted and cited numbers from MyVoteWisconsin.

Of nearly six million people in Wisconsin, 5.6 million are 18 and older, and are thus
eligible to vote.

Of that group of eligible voters, 3.5 million are registered to vote. In the last election, 3.3
million registered voters voted. Mr. Davis came up with his misleading statistic of an
unheard of 94% by using only registered voters as his sample group.

However, the commonly accepted method to measure voter turnout is to calculate how
many people cast votes out of the total number of eligible voters in a state.

Thus, a more accurate calculation for the percentage of people who voted in the
Wisconsin 2020 election was 62.5% (3.3 million / 5.6 million). This certainly reflects the
high interest in the 2020 Presidential election and mirrors the national voter turnout rate
for 2020.

However, the percent is a far cry from the unimaginably high and deceiving turnout rate
of 94% that Mr. Davis claimed to his audience.



He cited abandonment of the use of special voting deputies to deliver and collect ballots
at nursing homes during the Covid pandemic of the Fall 2020.

He said this abandonment of usual protocol was completely unnecessary during the
pandemic and contributed to unusually high numbers of nursing home residents casting
ballots. He presented no data on the number of 2020 nursing home votes compared to
other election years.

Several independent fact-checking outlets that did an analysis of the actual number of
ballots cast in nursing homes in 2020 have debunked this claim.

In fact, nursing home residents voted at the same rate in 2016 as they did in 2020.
Also, Mr. Davis did not provide any data to show that these ballots skewed for Joe
Biden or Democrats in general. (4,5,6)

Please note that Mr. Davis is not a public health expert. Immunizations were not
available in Fall 2020. Isolating nursing home residents was instituted as the primary
mechanism for controlling a deadly pandemic among this population. The chance of a
nursing home resident dying from a Covid infection was one in five.

Mr. Davis was critical of absentee ballot collection boxes, suggesting they were illegal,
as well as funded by Mark Zuckerberg. He said the collection boxes were packed by
"ballot mules" and offered proof by cell phone locating data.

He did not give names for these presumed "mules”, whose phones were tracked, and
did not present evidence of this tracking. He did not say if the tracking of phone data
was court ordered (as it must be in order to be legal). He presented theories at best, not
evidence.

The use of drop boxes remains an issue before the Wisconsin State Supreme Court,
though judged to be appropriate and legal in the Fall 2020 election. (9)

Mr. Davis said electronic voting machines cannot be trusted, electronic paper ballot
counters cannot be trusted, and the only way to get valid results is to hand count and
hand tabulate.

He said all voting machines are connected by modem to the Internet (not true) and thus
open to manipulation. Interestingly, some of the clerks present questioned whether
hand counting was practical. (1) (2) (3)

Absentee ballots are suspect according to Mr. Davis. He said, in 2020, 40% of ballots
were by absentee compared to the normal range of 4-5%.

The Census Bureau said that in 2020 across the nation, 43% of voters voted by
absentee and 26% voted in person prior to election day. This compares to 21% mail-in



ballots and 19% early voting in person in 2016. (8) This available date demonstrates
that Mr. Davis exaggerates his claim with apparent purpose of misleading his audience.

He said a large number of absentee votes were collected from NGO's (Non-
Government Organizations) and churches, which he saw as highly suspicious. He cited
no evidence to support this claim. Presumably, he was referring to churches with
predominantly black congregants.

He was not specific in naming the NGO'’s or evidence of vote collecting.

Mr. Davis again referred to "ballot harvesting mules" depositing nearly 140,000 votes to
illegal ballot boxes. Once again, he presented no data to show that these boxes (used
by voters trying to avoid crowded polling places during the pandemic), skewed
Democratic.

He said election clerks in Milwaukee County changed the vote by introducing a flash
drive into voting machines, and that all of the votes from this flash drive were for Biden.
Once more, he provided no evidence to support this slanderous statement.

Mr. Davis said more information on fraud will be forthcoming from an organization
known as "True the Vote".

He said Donald Trump led by as much as 110,000 votes late on election night, only to
lose by 21,000 votes. According to Davis, this was accomplished by completing the
count in the early morning after “fraudulent” absentee votes came in; hence the election
is invalid.

By his statements, Democrats are dishonest and cannot be trusted. He says we, the
people of Wisconsin, would not elect someone who "can't remember their name". We
would not vote for $5/gallon gasoline. He also referred to President Biden as "numb
nuts".

Very little was said by the sheriff candidate Steven Johnson, who suggests on his
website that the sheriff is the first line arbiter and protector of our constitutional rights.
This, of course, includes securing our elections. Mr. Johnson claims no particular
expertise in election law, other than being an apparent supporter of Donald Trump and
Mr. Trump’s statements that the 2020 election was stolen.

More than 60 cases across the country were presented to the courts without a single
finding of significant election impropriety. Indeed, Mr. Trump’s own Director of
Homeland Security, Christopher Krebs, described the 2020 election as one of the most

secure in history. He was summarily fired by Trump for this standing by this statement.
(10)

Additionally, Trump’s handpicked attorney general William Barr famously testified to the
Special January 6th Committee that the idea of alleged voter fraud was “bullshit”.



More than 50 people attended this meeting of Juneau County Patriots. This was not a
violent crowd and Mr. Davis did not incite them toward any kind of violence. They also
did not question anything publicly and showed approval to Davis and Johnson with
applause.

These people, our neighbors, are among the many who have given donations in
response to Donald Trump’s appeal for his legal defense fund. These fundraising
schemes have raised $250 million for a fund that does not exist, according to testimony
gathered by the Special January 6th Committee.

Mr. Davis appears to be an instrument of this ongoing disinformation and fraudulent
appeal for money.

This document is intended to provide a critique of his presentation and give the readers
a basis to question those who would demand that the state legislature throw out the
Presidential election results of 2020.

Mr. Davis did nothing illegal by presenting disinformation to this group of people.
However, this misinformation was intentional. As an attorney, one would think he would
have to be more careful were he to attempt these tactics in a courtroom (as has been
learned by Sidney Powell and Rudolf Giuliani). (11)

It is worth noting that two Wisconsin congressmen, House of Representatives Tom
Tiffany and Scott Fitzgerald, voted to discount the Electoral College votes presented to
the Congress, thereby discounting the votes of the people they represent.

As of this writing, it is unclear of Senator Ron Johnson's involvement in a scheme to
hand deliver an illegal, fake slate of electoral voters to Vice-President Pence from
Wisconsin and Michigan.
